The market town of
Okehampton is richly served

by charming independent
shops as well as several major
supermarkets. Red Lion Yard is a
lovely retail area, which used to
be the stabling yard of the Red
Lion Hotel.

Not many towns, particularly small
rural towns, can boast an original
Victorian arcade, such as can be
seen in Okehampton. It offers the
local community an eclectic range
of independent retailers, providing
everything from fresh produce to
local services.

Okehampton has a wealth of
pubs, cafés, tea rooms, and
restaurants, where you will

find delicious home-made, locally produced food.
Or buy your ingredients from any of the lovely
supermarkets, bakery, or health food shops and
create your own picnic to enjoy in the park, in the
woods beside the river, or up on the moor.
